Madhav University (MU) has been established in 2014 as State Private University by the Rajasthan
State Legislature Act 07 of 2014 and notified and approved by UGC under section 22 (Act, 1956).
MU has been promoted by the Manav Bharti Fondation. Dr. Raj Kumar is the Chairman of the trust
and is dedicated for the upliftment of the society for the last one decade. MU is located within the
rural drop tribal belt of Rajasthan at “Madhav Hills” Opp. Banas River Bridge on N.H.-27 at village
Bharja in District Sirohi, Rajasthan

MU is dedicated to growing and sharing knowledge, ensuring the highest quality of education
through teaching, research, and community programs that meet society’s needs. The university aims

to transform society for the better by providing excellent education in rural areas.

Madhav University is dedicated to educating the youth, especially in tribal areas, by using modern
technology, trusted and creative ideas, outstanding facilities, and world-class teachers. It focuses on

providing a good education across various subjects with a strong focus on research.

The vision of the University is to establish a learning centre of academic and professional
excellence at a global level for fulfilling the social, technological, business and well being needs of

the society.

Presently University is offering Diploma, UG, PG and Ph D programs Faculty of Engineering And
Technology, Faculty of Law, Faculty of Pharmacy, Faculty of Agriculture, Faculty of Commerce
And Management, Faculty of Education, Faculty of Homoeopathy, Faculty of Allied Health
Science, Faculty of Art And Science, Faculty of Naturopathy And Yoga.

University courses are prior approved from the concerned regulatory bodies. Law courses are
approved from the Bar Council of India, Pharmacy courses are approved from the Pharmacy
council of India. Education & Physical Education courses are approved from the NCTE and ITI
courses are approved from the NCVT. University is planning to start BHMS & BAMS courses with
effect from the academic session 2018-19 and final permission is awaited from concerned
council.The admission policy has been designed in accordance with the State Government

/Regulatory Bodies rules.
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The University has focused to meet the need and requirements of job-oriented education and
facilities to the down trodden strata and rural youth of the Society with an emphasis on women in
the region. During this short span, the University has constructed sufficient infrastructure etc to
meet the academic requirements such as class-rooms, practical laboratories and Engineering
workshops. Infrastructure has been created, keeping in mind the regulatory body’s requirements.
Qualified faculty and experienced administrative staff have been appointed in the University. In the
University more than 500 (Teaching & Non- Teaching Staff members) are employed.
